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PROCEEDINGS OF THE DODGE COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS
Regular meeting of the Dodge County Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman Missel at 9:00 A.M. on Wednesday, May 10, 2017 in the Board Room of the Courthouse, Fremont, Nebraska with the following members present:  Saalfeld, George, Strand, Beam, Weddle and Missel.  Absent:  Osborn.  Prior to roll call, Chairman Missel announced the meeting to be an open public meeting and that the open meeting laws were posted for anyone’s review.  

The Board unanimously declared the meeting legally convened.

The Board unanimously approved the agenda as printed and received and placed on file various county officials’ reports, Low Income Ministry of Dodge County’s 2017/2018 budget request in the amount of $34,000, correspondence from Northeast Nebraska Economic Development District and 2017/2018 annual membership statement in the amount of $885, two letters from Spectrum regarding Charter Communications changes to channel programs, certificate of insurance of JDS Security LLC, dba Signal 88 Security of Fremont,  notice of public hearing for the Douglas County Planning Commission, Wednesday, May 10, 2017 to hear various requests, NIRMA (Nebraska Intergovernmental Risk Management Association) Safety Shorts for May,  certificate of insurance for Schlosser Enterprises Inc., moving permit for Charles Johnson, dba J & S Tote Service to move a 14’ x 70’ mobile home across County Road 26,  letter from Alan Doll announcing his retirement as the Dodge County Highway Superintendent, effective June 30, 2017, notice to Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) User from FEMA (Federal Emergency Management Agency) correcting the NFHL  (National Flood Hazard Layer) and correspondence from County Clerk Mytty on the county’s website.  (Supervisor Saalfeld pointed out on the County Clerk’s Miscellaneous Fee collections the $55,110 received from OPPD for necessary easements covering Dodge County drainage ditch properties and fee acquisitions.)

The Board unanimously approved the minutes of the April 26, 2017 meeting as printed.
At 9:05 A.M., the Board recessed as a Board of Supervisors and convened as a Board of Corrections.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present except Supervisor Osborn.

Under any items of discussion, Supervisor George, Chairman of the Finance Committee, commented inmate housing costs were still on the rise.  County Attorney Glass remarked on the good job the III Corps Drug Task Force was doing, causing an effect on the number of inmates.

At 9:10 A.M., Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Corrections until Wednesday, May 24, 2017 at 9:05 A.M.

Immediately thereafter, the Board reconvened as a Board of Supervisors.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present except for Supervisor Osborn.
The Board unanimously approved the wage and hour claims as submitted in the amount of $191,412.35.
The Board unanimously approved the financial claims as submitted in the amount of $442,977.19.
Committee Report – Supervisor Strand reported the new Rapiscan will be purchased from US Testing Equipment in the amount of $29,520, the low bid.
Chairman Missel mentioned Alan Doll’s letter of retirement as the Dodge County Highway Superintendent and expressed his thankfulness for his years of service.  They discussed going forward with advertising to fill the position.

The Board unanimously approved the 2017-2018 Budget Calendar as printed. 

The Board unanimously approved in the 2017-2018 budget the proposal received from County Clerk Mytty on the county’s website.  They felt the website was in need of being updated.
At 9:24 A.M., the Board unanimously passed a motion to go into closed session to discuss general assistance claims for the month of April 2017.
At 9:35 A.M., the Board unanimously passed a motion to go back into open session from the discussion of the claims.  No action was taken on any of the claims as a result of the closed session.
Next was the continuation of a Public Hearing on the consideration of the request of Keith Emanuel of 1236 County Road 4, North Bend, NE 68649 to subdivide a 10.55 acre tract and obtain a Conditional Use Permit as per Section 2.2.1 Conditional Uses located in the SW ¼ of the NW ¼ of Section 34, Township 19 North, Range 5 East in Pleasant Valley Township, Zoning District A-1, Intensive Ag.   Zoning Administrator Andrews again explained the Planning Commission unanimously recommended approval of the subdivision and permit.  Supervisor George commented the road looked good and the property appeared clean and expressed his thoughts that there was no reason not to approve Mr. Emanuel’s request.  Chairman Missel opened the floor for any additional testimony.  Kris GrossRhode, who lives to the north of the property, again expressed her concerns.  She said they have complained to the DEQ about the manure in the ditch.  Mrs. GrossRhode expressed her concerns of possible expansion of the hog facility and wondered why the 10 acres was split off without a home rather than 20 acres.  Keith Emanuel was present and commented his hog confinement at the present time houses 800 head of feeder pigs, 55 lbs. until market.  He also commented he runs mature products for gases.  Mr. Emanuel explained he was advised by his tax consultant to split the 10 acres off and put it into a LLC and commented it didn’t matter whether the subdivision was 10 or 20 acres, but expressed it would cost him another survey to change to the 20 acres.  Zoning Administrator Andrews explained to Mr. Emanuel the process he would have to go through to expand out of his classification by applying for a different conditional use permit and going thru DEQ and the matrix.  She also commented that we were not looking at the future, we were looking at what was presented right now.  Missel remarked that the area was zoned Intensive Ag and that Dodge County is a Livestock Friendly County.  With no further testimony, the hearing was closed.  A motion was then made and seconded, which passed by a 5 to 1 vote, with Saalfeld dissenting, to accept the recommendation of the Planning Commission and to approve the subdivision of the 10.55 acre tract and grant the conditional use permit, based on the conditional use conforms to the intent and purpose of the regulations and the comprehensive plan and the use conforms to regulations of the district in which it is located.
The Board unanimously passed a motion reappointing Brad Fooken and Matt Giesselmann to the Dodge County Planning Commission for another three year terms, expiring May 31, 2020.  Loell Strand, whose term also expires on May 31, 2017, has requested not to be reappointed.  The County Board plans to follow-up with a certificate thanking Mr. Strand for his years of service on the commission.  His replacement will be considered for appointment at an upcoming meeting.

In two separate motions, the Board unanimously approved requests of Highway Superintendent Doll to advertise for bids for 2017-2018 Crushed Limestone Road Rock and to have the bids opened on June 5, 2017 at 11:00 A.M. and to advertise for bids for 2017-2018 Road Gravel and to have the bids opened on June 5, 2017 at 11:15 A.M. 
The Board unanimously passed a motion adopting and authorizing the Chairman to sign a Resolution approving the placement of 12-ton weight limit signs on Ridge Road from the west edge of the Village of Inglewood’s limits to West Military Road, a distance of 2.4 miles.

The Board unanimously received and placed on file a Certificate of Insurance of Midwest Striping Inc. 
Prior to adjournment of the Board of Supervisors, Supervisor Strand commented on the response through phone calls he received on the quick repairs made to the Scribner/Herman Road.  He and Highway Superintendent Doll explained the process where Thrasher raised concrete panels in four segments of the road using a foam lifting system.  By using this method to repair the road, the road can be reopened for traffic in approximately 30 to 35 minutes.  Highway Superintendent Doll also gave an update on bridge projects and the completion of that portion of the Ridge Road trail along county right-of-way.  The trail extends thru the City of Fremont to the Hormel Park.

At 10:10 A.M. Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Supervisors until Wednesday, May 24, 2017 at 9:00 A.M.

Immediately thereafter, the Board convened as a Board of Equalization.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present except for Supervisor Osborn.
The Board unanimously received and placed on file Finds & Orders (No Show Cause Hearing) before the Nebraska Tax Equalization & Review Commission on the Matter of Equalization of Value of Real Property within Dodge County, Nebraska for tax year 2017.


The Board unanimously approved tax roll corrections #4796 and #4797.

The Board unanimously approved and authorized the Chairman to sign agreements with Referees for the 2017 protest season with Jeff Quist, Barbara J. Ramm, Jeff Reynolds and Alan Brewer.


Prior to adjournment of the Board of Equalization, County Assessor Churchill remarked Tax Valuation, Inc. is done with reviews of properties.  The new values will not be assessed until the 2018 tax year.  The reviews were done on approximately 250 of the county’s largest valued parcels.  She also reported on the latest appeals of 2016 homestead exemptions sent to the state explaining the state denied two of the three, because the applications were filed late.  She has not yet heard on their decision on the third appeal.  
At 10:20 A.M., Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Equalization until 10:00 A.M. on Wednesday, May 24, 2017.
