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PROCEEDINGS OF THE DODGE COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

Regular meeting of the Dodge County Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman Missel at 9:00 A.M. on Wednesday, July 19, 2017 in the Board Room of the Courthouse, Fremont, Nebraska, with the following members present:  George, Saalfeld, Weddle, Beam, Osborn and Missel.  Absent:  Strand.  Prior to roll call, Chairman Missel announced the meeting to be an open public meeting and that the current open meeting laws were available for anyone’s review.  


The Board unanimously declared the meeting legally convened.

The Board unanimously approved the agenda as printed; received and placed on file various county officials’ reports, letter from Teresa Hauge (Spracklin) of Fremont, Nebraska requesting the refund of her 2016 taxes, due to her property (parcel #270138293) not having a finished basement, minutes of Fremont Health Board of Trustees Operating Board meeting of May 22, 2017 and copy of financial statement for month ending May 2017, Comparability Study for Dodge County from Capital County Concepts, L.L.C. – July 2017, letter from Brad N. Johannesen on his resignation as a board member and treasurer of Elkhorn Township of Dodge County, correspondence from Spectrum regarding Charter Communications changes to programming, Preliminary Levy Allocation requests from the Townships of Pleasant Valley, Webster and Ridgeley, Certificate of Insurance for A.M. Cohron & Son, Inc., NIRMA (Nebraska Intergovernmental Risk Management Association) correspondence and letter from Nebraska Department of Transportation regarding access notification for non-intrusive survey US-275 Expressway Improvements; and received and referred to the Finance Committee a request for funding in 2017/2018 Budget from Greater Fremont Development Council in the amount of $25,000.

The Board unanimously approved the minutes of the July 5, 2017 meeting as printed.
At 9:05 A.M., the Board recessed the Board as a Board of Supervisors and convened as a Board of Corrections.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present except for Supervisor Strand.
Under any items of discussion, Supervisor Beam commented on a tour of the jail with Sheriff Hespen and commented things are working well in the facility.
At 9:07 A.M., Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Corrections until Wednesday, August 2, 2017 at 9:05 A.M.

Immediately thereafter, the Board reconvened as a Board of Supervisors.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present except for Supervisor Strand.
The Board unanimously approved the wage and hour claims as submitted in the amount of $185,045.70.
The Board unanimously approved the financial claims in the amount of $228,894.46, which excluded a claim submitted in the amount of $3,077.60 to Wiese Plumbing for further review.
The Board unanimously passed a motion adopting a Resolution and authorizing the Chairman to sign the Resolution and other necessary documents to implement and complete the Interlocal Agreement between the County of Dodge and other members of the III Corps Drug Task Force.
Committee Report – Supervisor George reported on a meeting of the Road & Bridge Committee where the budget was reviewed and commented the Road Department needs a new backhoe, due to the existing 2004 backhoe having 8,000 hours of use on it.

Committee Report – Chairman Missel commented on a meeting with Attorney Mark McQueen on F.O.P negotiations.

Items tabled on the agenda were the appointment or reappointment of a member to the Dodge County Veterans Committee, the possible appointment of a member to the Planning Commission and the hiring of a new Highway Superintendent.


The Board unanimously passed a motion adopting and authorizing the Chairman to sign a Resolution for signing project program agreement for 2017 Fracture Critical Bridge Inspection.

At 9:30 A.M., Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Supervisors until Wednesday, August 2, 2017 at 9:00 A.M. and called for a recess of the County Board until 10:00 A.M., the scheduled time to meet as a Board of Equalization.


At 10:00 A.M., Chairman Missel convened the Board as a Board of Equalization with all members being present except for Supervisor Strand.
In one motion, the Board unanimously received a list from County Assessor Churchill of parcel(s) requesting 2017 Notice of Valuation Change(s) and passed a motion accepting her recommendations on the changes to parcel #’s 270104964 and 270140051 to be mailed by the Board of Equalization.
In one motion, the Board unanimously received an Application for Exemption (form 457) from First Congregational Church of Fremont, Nebraska on a 2011 Ford Sports van and passed a motion to accept the recommendation of the County Treasurer and granted the exemption. 


In separate motions, the Board unanimously received letters regarding 2017 Homestead Exemptions and passed motions extending the filing deadline so the County Assessor may consider the applications of Helen Schollmeyer of Fremont, Nebraska, Jeffrey A. Fleming of Fremont, Nebraska, Rita Stork Smith for her mother, Violet Stork of Fremont, Nebraska and of Twila Lindstadt of Hooper, Nebraska.
The Board unanimously received a copy of a Notice of Rejection of Homestead Exemption (form 458R) for 2016 sent to Basil Hempstead of Fremont, Nebraska and letter from Bryan D. Hempstead appealing his father’s 2016 Homestead Exemption and passed a motion accepting the recommendation of the County Assessor and denying the request for approval, due to the application being filed a year late.
The Board unanimously received and placed on file a letter from County Assessor Debbie Churchill certifying that a copy of that portion of the property record file substantiating the calculation of the protested value is maintained in the Assessor’s Office in electronic or paper form.
The Board unanimously approved tax roll correction #4808.

Prior to action on 2017 valuation protests, County Assessor Churchill commented on the best ever cooperation this year from our Referees.

The Board then took action on 158 valuation protests for 2017, denying any change to the valuation on 112, raising the valuation on 5 and lowering the valuation on 41.
At 11:50 A.M., Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Equalization until 9:00 A.M. on Tuesday, July 25, 2017.
