PROCEEDINGS OF THE DODGE COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

Regular meeting of the Dodge County Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman Missel at 9:00 A.M. on Wednesday, October 11, 2017 in the Board Room of the Courthouse, Fremont, Nebraska with the following members present:  Beam, Weddle, Strand, Vaughan, Saalfeld and Missel.  Absent:  George.  (Supervisor Saalfeld entered the meeting room at 9:03 A.M., shortly after roll call.)  Prior to roll call, Chairman Missel announced the meeting to be an open public meeting and that the current open meeting laws were posted on the wall and available for anyone’s review.  


The Board unanimously declared the meeting legally convened.

The Board unanimously approved the agenda as printed; received and placed on file various county officials’ reports, Fremont Health Board of Trustees Operating Board Minutes of their August 28, 2017 meeting and copy of financial statement for month ending August 31, 2017, Courthouse Safety Committee meeting minutes of September 27, 2017, NDEQ (Nebraska Department of Environmental Quality) correspondence regarding Nick Kloke Livestock Animal Feeding Operation – approval to operate LWCF (livestock waste control facilities), located in the NE ¼ of the NE ¼ of Section 6, Township 18 North, Range 7 East, Certificates of Liability Insurance for Control Services Inc. and Sentrixx Security Solutions, NIRMA (Nebraska Intergovernmental Risk Management Association) Safety Shorts for October, Public Hearing Notice for Colfax County Planning Commission to be held Wednesday, October 18, 2017 for a Conditional Use Application and for Resolution 10-24-17(1), Section 8.12 Solar Energy, Public Hearing Notice of Douglas County Planning Commission regarding a Special Use Permit Application submitted by Lyman-Richey Corporation, hearing on Wednesday, October 11, 2017 @ 6:00 P.M., Highway Department Safety Committee meeting minutes of September 28, 2017 and  Certificates of Insurance for Great Plains Communications, Inc. and Lyman-Richey Corporation; and again tabled the appointment or reappointment of county representatives to the Three Rivers Public Health Board to a three-year term, expiring August 31, 2020.

The Board unanimously, with Weddle abstaining, approved the minutes of the September 27, 2017 meeting as printed.
At 9:05 A.M., the Board recessed as a Board of Supervisors and convened as a Board of Corrections.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present except for Supervisor George.
Under any items of discussion, Supervisor Beam, Chairman of the Jail Committee, reported the medical bills of prisoners are becoming quite large.  County Attorney Glass shared with Board members an incident that happened last night at the hospital where a person was taken into custody that was trespassing who later assaulted officers and then tried to escape from the holding facility, turning a class 3 misdemeanor into a bunch of felonies.

At 9:12 A.M., Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Corrections until Wednesday, October 25, 2017 at 9:05 A.M.
Immediately thereafter, the Board reconvened as a Board of Supervisors.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present except for Supervisor George.
The Board unanimously approved the wage and hour claims as submitted in the amount of $191,695.61.
The Board unanimously approved the financial claims as submitted in the amount of $159,839.43.
Committee Report – Supervisor Saalfeld reported he would be attending an ENCOR meeting this afternoon in Omaha.  He also reported on an Agricultural Literacy Session he attended yesterday in Mead, Nebraska put on by the Extension Office for students from elementary schools in south Omaha. 
Committee Report – Chairman Missel reported on a Housing Stirring Committee meeting he attended yesterday. He commented on a housing study analysis being done by Hanna:Keelan Associates covering the next five years.  It seems to indicate Dodge County currently is 2% below its housing needs and ideally any community should be 6% to 7% above.  The actual study is to follow.  

Committee Report – Chairman Missel also reported the Insurance Committee has been negotiating with Benefits Professional on employee health care rates for the upcoming plan year starting with a 9 to 10 percent increase in premiums to a current negotiated percentage increase of 5 percent.  He explained, the Affordable Healthcare Act now mandates a fee paid by the provider of 3½% of the premiums to help support the act.

  By consensus, the Board accepted Supervisor Beam’s request to table any action on a new server for the telephone system until further notice.  (A quote was submitted from Tred-Mark Communications, but no action was taken.)
Jean Andrews thanked the County Board for their support of her nomination to the NIRMA Board and reported she was reappointed to another term on the board.  She commented the county has received a $24,000 dividend check from NIRMA and will receive another one once they commit to NIRMA for another three years.

The Board unanimously approved and authorized the Chairman to sign a Resolution between Dodge County and the State of Nebraska Department of Transportation improving Highway US-30 in Dodge County Project S-30-6(1045) CN 21558 Rogers – North Bend.  (The agreement was approved at the County Board’s September 27, 2017 meeting.)


At 9:32 A.M., the Board unanimously passed a motion to go into closed session to discuss general assistance claims for the month of September, 2017.

At 9:53 A.M., the Board unanimously passed a motion to go back into open session from the discussion of the claims.  No action was taken as a result of the closed session.

Immediately thereafter, Chairman Missel declared a short recess of the County Board.

At 9:58 A.M., the Board reconvened as a Board of Supervisors.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present except for Supervisor George.


The Board unanimously approved the request of County Assessor Churchill to move forward with a RFP (request for proposal) for a Cama System authorizing her to turn the RFP over to the County Attorney for review.


At 10:02 A.M., Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Supervisors until Wednesday, October 25, 2017 at 9:00 A.M.  

Immediately thereafter, the Board convened as a Board of Equalization.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present except for Supervisor George.


The Board unanimously received and placed on file certifications of levies by surrounding counties of their school districts that cross over into Dodge County.


The Board unanimously received and referred to the County Attorney 55 Notices of Appeals before the Nebraska Tax Equalization & Review Commission of The Ritz Lake vs. Dodge County Board of Equalization on 2017 valuations.

At 10:05 A.M., Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Equalization until 10:00 A.M. on Wednesday, October 25, 2017.
