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PROCEEDINGS OF THE DODGE COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

The 2018 Reorganizational Meeting of the Dodge County Board of Supervisors was called to order by County Clerk Fred Mytty at 9:00 A.M. on Wednesday, January 3, 2018 in the Board Room of the Courthouse, Fremont, Nebraska, with the following members present:  Saalfeld, George, Beam, Weddle, Vaughan, Strand and Missel.  Absent:  None.  County Clerk Mytty announced the meeting to be an open public meeting and that the current open meeting laws were posted on the wall and available for anyone’s review.  


The Board unanimously declared the meeting legally convened.


Bob Missel was nominated as Chairman for 2018.  The Board, with Missel abstaining, unanimously passed a motion declaring the nominations cease and that Mr. Missel be elected Chairman by unanimous consent.


Chairman Missel then presided over the meeting.


Lon Strand was nominated for Vice-Chairman for 2018.  The Board unanimously, with Strand abstaining, passed a motion declaring the nominations ceased and that Mr. Strand be elected Vice-Chairman by unanimous consent.


The Board unanimously passed a motion appointing County Clerk Fred Mytty as “keeper of the agenda” for the Board as outlined in the Open Meeting Laws.
The Board unanimously approved the agenda as printed; received and placed on file various county officials’ reports, correspondence from Charter Communications regarding program changes and price adjustments, official bonds and oath of officials of newly formed SID #8 for Michael Cosentino and William Cosentino, Chairperson and Clerk, correspondence from Nebraska Loess Hills RC&D along with their 2017 Annual Report, Public Notice from US Army Corp of Engineers regarding application from Nebraska Department of Transportation on 9.6 miles of US Highway 30 from a two-lane highway to four-lane expressway, second phase, Rogers to North Bend, minutes of December 19, 2017 Planning Commission meeting, correspondence from Nebraska Department of Environmental Quality regarding Memory Lane Farms, LLC Animal Feeding Operation Construction & Operating Permit Issued, Certificate of Insurance for Wardcraft Homes, Inc. and  Calendar Year 2018 Culvert Quotations from Ace/Eaton Metals, Contech Engineered Solutions, Metal Culverts and Midwest Service & Sales; and received and referred to the County Attorney copy of Order Regarding Pleadings, Case No. CI 17-470 filed in District Court of Dodge County, Nebraska, Carla Dolezal-Soukup vs. The Dodge County Board of Adjustment and Joseph & Terri Kreifels, husband and wife.

The Board unanimously approved the minutes of the December 20, 2017 meeting as printed.
At 9:07 A.M., the Board recessed as a Board of Supervisors and convened as a Board of Corrections.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present.

Under any items of discussion, Supervisor Beam commented there were over 70 inmates being housed in the jail.  Supervisor George commented the jail’s fiscal year budget in the medical portion of the budget is now overspent by $100,000.
At 9:10 A.M., Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Corrections until Wednesday, January 17, 2018 at 9:05 A.M.


Immediately thereafter, the Board reconvened as a Board of Supervisors.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present.

The Board unanimously approved the wage and hour claims as submitted in the amount of $200,425.03.

The Board unanimously approved the financial claims as submitted in the amount of $409,347.95.

Next, the County Board discussed a Public Notice from US Army Corp of Engineers regarding an application from the Nebraska Department of Transportation on 9.6 miles of US Highway 30 from a two-lane highway to four-lane expressway, second phase, Rogers to North Bend.  Chairman Missel announced that Highway 30 will be in good shape when turned over to the county road system and should not cost the county anything.  Within their discussion, Supervisor Saalfeld commented on the amount of semi-truck traffic, approximately 200 a day, that turn onto Highway 79 from Highway 30, right up North Bend’s main street.  He also received a call from the Superintendent of North Bend Central wondering if something could be done to upgrade County Road 7 for students to exit off of the bypass entering the school area on the back side.  These issues will be discussed with Highway Superintendent Huppert on the feasibility of upgrading the road and also with Tim Weander of the State Department of Transportation on Roads.  The State Department of Transportation’s study indicated it not to be feasible to install an overpass north of North Bend over Highway 79.
Four bids were received earlier in the meeting for Calendar Year 2018 Culvert Quotations from Ace/Eaton Metals, Contech Engineered Solutions, Metal Culverts and Midwest Service & Sales.  The Board unanimously passed a motion to award bid contracts to all bidders on the various sizes of culverts.  
A Public Hearing was held to consider the request of Dan and Creeta Dahl of Scribner, Nebraska to subdivide an 8-acre tract and obtain a Conditional Use Permit for an existing dwelling as per Article 12, Exemptions Section 4.2 B.1 located in the NE ¼ of Section 18, Township 19 North, Range 7 East in Everett Township, Zoning District A-1, Intensive Ag.   With no testimony given for or against the request, the Board unanimously passed a motion to accept the recommendation of the Planning Commission and to approve the subdivision and grant the conditional use permit, based on the conditional use conforms to the intent and purpose of the regulations and the use conforms to regulations of the district to which it is located.
A Public Hearing was held to consider the request of Maple Valley Farms, LLC, c/o Ron Porter of Scribner, Nebraska to subdivide a 7.725-acre tract and obtain a Conditional Use Permit for an existing dwelling as per Article 12, Exemptions Section 4.2 B.1 located in Part of the NE ¼ of the NE ¼ of Section 34, Township 19 North, Range 6 East in Ridgeley Township, Zoning A-1, Intensive Ag.  With no testimony for or against the request, the Board unanimously passed a motion to accept the recommendation of the Planning Commission and to approve the subdivision and grant the conditional use permit, based on the conditional use conforms to the intent and purpose of the regulations and the use conforms to regulations of the district to which it is located.

A 9:35 A.M., Chairman Missel declared a short recess of the County Board until the next public hearing scheduled for 9:40 A.M.

At 9:40 A.M., the Board reconvened as a Board of Supervisors.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present.

A Public Hearing was then held to consider an amendment to the Nebraska Livestock Siting Assessment Matrix.  Zoning Administrator Andrews began by explaining the amendment which was recommended by the County Board at their October 25th meeting to read as follows: “Total Score (A project that reaches 75 points or above shall be considered for a Conditional/Special Use permit by the county.)”   This would replace the wording “shall be granted” with “shall be considered” after reaching the 75 points on the Matrix.  Ms. Andrews pointed out the Matrix is completed by an advisor such as Nutrient Advisors who is out of West Point, Nebraska.  Supervisor Saalfeld, who is a member of the Board of Lower Platte North NRD and sits on their water committee, commented someone who wants to use an existing irrigation well to supply water to three barns has caused a discussion with their board since each poultry barn is supposed to be supplied with its own well.  Supervisor Strand commented the NDEQ (Nebraska Department of Environmental Quality) deals with waste and water and is not a part of this Matrix.  It was explained, the Matrix is a tool to be used by the Planning Commission and is not just for poultry barns, but for all livestock.  With no further discussion or testimony, the Board unanimously accepted the recommendation of the Planning Commission and adopted and authorized the Chairman to sign a Resolution amending the Matrix as presented.  
The Board unanimously adopted and authorized the Chairman to sign two Resolutions setting elected officials’ salaries for the upcoming four-year term beginning January, 2019.  The salaries beginning with the first year of the term are as follows:  County Attorney - $94,000, County Clerk - $76,575, District Court Clerk - $58,710, County Register of Deeds - $56,650, County Sheriff - $70,250, County Surveyor - $17,410, County Treasurer - $70,250, County Assessor - $62,575, County Board - $18,500 and County Board Chairman - $19,000.

At 9:57 A.M., the Board unanimously passed a motion to go into closed session to discuss potential litigation involving Dodge County.
At 10:07 A.M., the Board unanimously passed a motion to go back into open session from the discussion of the potential litigation.  No action was taken as a result of the closed session.

Immediately thereafter, the Board recessed as a Board of Supervisors and convened as a Board of Equalization.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present.

The Board unanimously, with George abstaining, approved tax roll corrections #4830 thru #4851.  (Supervisor George abstained, because he did not hear all of the corrections as they were being read into the record.)

The Board unanimously received and referred to the County Attorney a copy from Don L. Clarke of the Proposed Scheduling Order regarding Case No. CI 17-5941 filed in District Court of Douglas County, Nebraska, Don L. Clarke vs. Board of Supervisors and a copy of the Order of Dismissal.

At 10:16 A.M., Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Equalization until 10:00 A.M. on Wednesday, January 17, 2018.

Immediately thereafter, the Board reconvened as a Board of Supervisors.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present.

At 10:18 A.M., the Board unanimously passed a motion to go into closed session to discuss general assistance claims for the month of December, 2017.
At 10:28 A.M., the Board unanimously passed a motion to go back into open session from the discussion of the claims.  No action was taken as a result of the closed session.
At 10:29 A.M., Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Supervisors until Wednesday, January 17, 2018 at 9:00 A.M.
