That's a good question & I'm glad you asked!

This pink postcard is required by LB 644 that was
passed by the Legislature in 2022.

Certain political subdivisions are required to

notify us if they are requesting a budget increase

that exceeds a certain percentage enumerated in
the legislation.

Now there will be a joint public hearing for
discussion of these proposed budgets. The
location, date & time is on that postcard.
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I didn’t notice my property’s valuation when
notices were mailed in June. Can I use this
hearing as an additional opportunity to protest
to the County Assessor & County Board?

No, the protest period is only during the
month of June. The statutory deadline for
discussing valuations is June 30.

This public hearing is strictly for tax levy &
budget discussions by the political
subdivisions

Per statute, valuations will not be discussed
at the public hearing.
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Sure!

A tax levy is the ‘multiplier used by political
subdivisions such as counties, cities, villages,
schools, community colleges, fire districts & other

miscellaneous tax districts to raise funds to

The levy is multiplied by the property valuation to
determine the tax paid to that political subdivision.
