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PROCEEDINGS OF THE DODGE COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

Regular meeting of the Dodge County Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman Missel at 9:00 A.M. on Wednesday, July 6, 2016 in the Board Room of the Courthouse, Fremont, Nebraska with the following members present:  Synovec, George, Beam, Weddle, Strand, Osborn and Missel.  Absent:  None.  Prior to roll call, Chairman Missel announced the meeting to be an open public meeting and that the open meeting laws were posted for anyone’s review.  

The Board unanimously declared the meeting legally convened.


The Board unanimously approved the agenda as printed; received and placed on file county officials’ reports of Building Inspection/Zoning Department and Highway Department for June 2016, Notice from the City of Fremont of Public Hearing set for July 12, 2016 at 7:00 p.m. at Christensen Field Multi-Purpose Building to consider declaring an area within the jurisdiction of the City as blighted and substandard and in need of redevelopment pursuant to the Nebraska Community Development Law, minutes of the Fremont Health Board of Trustees Operating Board minutes of May 23, 2016 and financial statement for month ending May 31, 2016, certificates of insurance from NIRMA for various certificate holders, minutes of the Planning Commission meeting of June 21, 2016, minutes of the Courthouse Safety Committee meeting of June 22, 2016, correspondence of Nebraska Department of Environmental Quality (NDEQ) regarding Kreikemeier Ag Inc. Concentrated Animal Feeding Operation – General Permit for Operations Confining Cattle, private utility installation agreement for Fremont Electric to bore under Road A to install a 6’ PVC pipe, moving permits for Charles Lange to move two homes on June 21st over county roads to Uehling, Nebraska and Bridgeport Materials to move a crusher over county roads, certificates of insurance for Anchor Trucking Service, Inc. of Kansas City, Kansas and A.M. Cohron & Son, Inc. of Atlantic, Iowa and minutes of Dodge County Highway Department Safety Committee meeting of June 24, 2016; and received and referred to the Finance Committee 2016/2017 Budget request from Greater Fremont Development Council (GFDC) requesting $25,000, Region 5/6 Emergency Management for continued operations in the amount of $31,395.32 and Region 6 Behavioral Healthcare in the amount of $88,592.00.


The Board unanimously approved the minutes of the June 22, 2016 meeting as printed.

At 9:05 A.M., the Board recessed as a Board of Supervisors and convened as a Board of Corrections.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present.

Under any items of discussion, Attorney Glass remarked the contract with Saunders County for the jail should be ready for consideration at the next meeting.

At 9:07 A.M., Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Corrections until Wednesday, July 20, 2016 at 9:05 A.M.


Immediately thereafter, the Board reconvened as a Board of Supervisors.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present.


The Board unanimously approved the wage and hour claims as submitted in the amount of $169,545.79.

The Board unanimously approved the financial claims as submitted in the amount of $206,764.69.

Cecilia Harry, Executive Director of Greater Fremont Development Council, presented their 2015 Annual Report and thanked the County Board for their Resolution supporting the Costco/Lincoln Poultry Project.  


The Board unanimously approved the request of Chief Sheriff Deputy Robert D. Reynolds and declared a 2010 Ford Crown Victoria as surplus property to be taken to Jack Nitz & Associates for auction.

Under any business brought by the public or discussion from the public, Willow Holoubek, Executive Director of the Alliance for the Future of Agriculture in Nebraska, thanked the County Board for their support of the Costco Project.  
Committee Report – Supervisor Osborn reported the new ENHSA building would be opening sometime next spring.
Committee Report – Chairman Missel reported on the Behavior Healthcare wing of the 4th floor of the hospital, which received a five-star accredited rating along with Dunklau Gardens.
At 9:20 A.M., the Board unanimously passed a motion to go into closed session to discuss general assistance claims for the month of June, 2016.

At 9:33 A.M., the Board unanimously passed a motion to go back into open session for the discussion of the claims.  No action was taken on any of the claims.

Next, a Public Hearing was held to consider the request of Donaleen Mock of 2513 E. 22nd St., Fremont, NE to subdivide a 5.50 acre parcel and obtain a Conditional Use Permit as per Article 12, Section 2. Conditional Uses Section 4.2 Exemptions for an existing dwelling located in part of the SE ¼ of the SE ¼ of Section 4, Township 19 North, Range 6 East in Ridgeley Township, Zoning District A-1, Intensive Ag.  Zoning Administrator Andrews explained the size of the parcel was changed from 5.38 acres to 5.50 acres.  With no testimony given, the Board unanimously passed a motion to accept the recommendation of the Planning Commission and to approve the subdivision of the 5.50 acre parcel and granted the conditional use permit, based on the conditional use conforms to the intent and purpose of the regulations and the comprehensive plan and the use conforms to regulations of the district in which it is located.
The Board unanimously adopted and authorized the Chairman to sign a Resolution setting the speed limit of 30 mph on a segment of County Road 18 going south towards Military Avenue.  Prior to adoption of the resolution, Highway Superintendent Doll read into the records his study and findings of why he felt lowering the speed limit on the road was feasible. 
Next was a tabled item from the last meeting, the consideration of awarding bid contract(s) for the steel material for Bridge Projects 515 and 608.  Highway Superintendent Doll remarked the county would not save any money by delaying one of the contracts.  He also commented it to be unusual to not have more bidders than just the one, Husker Steel Company.  The Board unanimously passed a motion to accept both bids, but to only award the bid contract to Husker Steel Company of Columbus, Nebraska for material on Project 515 in the amount of $149,833.96.  After the motion, Highway Superintendent Doll explained how busy the crew would be because of the 7” rain that caused many culverts to be washed out and gravel and rock washed from roadways.  He also commented on 6 to 7 bridges along the Maple Creek needing attention, because of snags.  Mr. Doll had yet to assess what damage occurred from last night’s storm.

At 9:57 A.M., Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Supervisors until Wednesday, July 20, 2016 at 9:00 A.M.

Immediately thereafter, Chairman Missel declared a short recess until 10:00 A.M.

At 10:16 A.M., the Board convened as a Board of Equalization.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present.
The Board unanimously approved tax roll corrections #4700 thru #4708.
The Board unanimously approved a 2016 Notice of Valuation Change on parcel #270136224 of Union Pacific RR and passed a motion instructing the County Clerk to mail the notice.
The Board unanimously received and placed on file a certification from County Assessor Churchill certifying that a copy of that portion of the Property Record file substantiating the calculation of the protested value is maintained in her office in electronic or paper form.
In separate motions, the Board unanimously received forms 457, Applications for Exemptions, for Housing Authority City of Fremont, Nebraska on a 2015 Chrysler Town & Country Touring Mini Van and a 2003 Chevrolet Silverado, Fremont Family YMCA on a 2007 Boat Trailer and Fremont Area Habitat for Humanity on a 2004 Ford Cargo Van and passed motions accepting the recommendations of the County Treasurer and granted the exemptions.
The Board unanimously received 2016 valuation protests #21 thru #146.

At 10:25 A.M., the Board unanimously passed a motion to go into closed session to discuss TERC appeals.

At 10:40 A.M., the Board unanimously passed a motion to go back into open session from the discussion of TERC appeals.  No action was needed as a result of the closed session.


With no further business, Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Equalization until 10:00 A.M. on Wednesday, July 20, 2016.
