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PROCEEDINGS OF THE DODGE COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

Regular meeting of the Dodge County Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman Missel at 9:00 A.M. on Wednesday, August 3, 2016 in the Board Room of the Courthouse, Fremont, Nebraska, with the following members present:  Synovec, George, Beam, Weddle, Strand and Missel.  Absent:  Osborn.  Prior to roll call, Chairman Missel announced the meeting to be an open public meeting and that the open meeting laws were posted for anyone’s review.  

The Board unanimously declared the meeting legally convened.


The Board unanimously approved the agenda as printed; received and placed on file minutes of the Fremont Health Board of Trustees System Board meeting of June 27, 2016 and financial statement ending June 30, 2016, correspondence from Time Warner Cable regarding programming changes, Dodge County Sheriff’s Department Distress Warrant Report, Nebraska Surface Transportation Program 2017-2022, the Nebraska Department of Roads One and Six Year Highway Improvement Plan, copies of contracts between Dodge County Attorney’s Office and Lutheran Family Services, Juan Santos Translator, Owens Educational Services, Dr. Hunter, Licensed Psychologist, Jane Dugan LMHP, NCC, CT, Heartland Family Services and Nebraska Family Advantage, minutes of the Dodge County Planning Commission meeting of July 19, 2016, notice of public hearing by the Douglas County Planning Commission on Wednesday, August 10, 2016 at 6:00 P.M., moving permit for Charles Lange to move a 50’ x 50’ building over county roads as per attached map and public utility installation agreements for Weise Plumbing and Excavating to install water line at 2005 Morningside Road, Great Plains for a fiber optic cable in Platte Township, Sections 23, 24, 25 and 26 and for Midstates Data Transport to install a fiber optic cable at County Road B and County Road 7; and received and referred to the Finance Committee resolutions requesting preliminary levies from Dodge County Agricultural Society, Everett Township, Webster Township, Dodge Rural Fire District, Hooper Township, Scribner Rural Fire District, Nickerson Rural Fire, Cuming Township, Ridgeley Township, Uehling Fire District, Hooper Rural Fire District, Fremont Rural Fire District, Nickerson Township, Logan Township, Elkhorn Township, Snyder Rural Fire District, Union Township, and from North Bend Rural Fire Protection District, second resolution requesting preliminary levy from North Bend Rural Fire Protection District #9 and correspondence and 2016/2017 Budget request of Nebraska State Probation, Sixth Probation District.


The Board unanimously, with Synovec and Missel abstaining, approved the minutes of the July 20, 2016 meeting as printed.

At 9:05 A.M., the Board recessed as a Board of Supervisors and convened as a Board of Corrections.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present except for Supervisor Osborn.

Under any items of discussion, Supervisor George remarked on the claim for last month’s boarding of prisoners of roughly $115,000.  He also commented there were many medical costs involved with prisoners.  

With no further items of discussion under Board of Corrections, Chairman Missel adjourned the Board until Wednesday, August 17, 2016 at 9:05 A.M.


Immediately thereafter at 9:07 A.M., Chairman Missel reconvened the Board as a Board of Supervisors with all members present except for Supervisor Osborn.


The Board unanimously approved the wage and hour claims as submitted in the amount of $170,029.50.

The Board unanimously approved the financial claims as submitted in the amount of $326,469.94.

The Board unanimously approved and authorized the Chairman to sign a Resolution setting the final levy allocations for 2016 to political subdivisions subject to the county’s levy authority as follows:  Fire Districts at a levy of 4.8 cents per $100 of valuation, Townships at a levy of 9.7225 cents per $100 of valuation, Agricultural Society at a levy of .23875 per $100 of valuation and Historical Society at a levy of .23875 cents per $100 of valuation.  


The Board unanimously approved the request of Chief Deputy Sheriff Robert D. Reynolds to dispose of a 2010 Ford Crown Victoria, recently declared surplus property, with All Metals instead of Nitz Auction Company as previously requested and approved.  (Jean Andrews will follow-up with whether there should had been a claim filed with the county’s insurance provider, due to water damage to the vehicle’s motor.) 
Committee Reports – Supervisor Beam reported May Museum’s overhead ballast project was underway.  Supervisor George reported the Finance Committee will meet next Wednesday and asked that the Jail Committee meet after today’s meeting.

The Board reviewed the Nebraska Department of Agriculture Siting Assessment Matrix.  A committee of livestock producers and a few of the planning commission members will be formed to review the material and bring back their findings.
A Public Hearing was held to consider the request of Jeffrey D. Rehder of Fremont, Nebraska to subdivide a 5.01 acre parcel and obtain a Conditional Use Permit as per Article 13, Section 2. Conditional Uses Section 4.1A Exemptions for an existing dwelling located W 462 feet of the NE ¼ of the NW ¼ of Section 25, Township 17 North, Range 9 East in Elkhorn Township, Zoning District A-2, General Ag.  With no testimony for and/or against the request, the Board unanimously accepted the recommendation of the Planning Commission and approved the subdivision of the 5.01 acre parcel and granted the conditional use permit, based on the conditional use conforms to the intent and purpose of the regulations and the comprehensive plan and the use conforms to regulations of the district in which it is located.
At 9:37 A.M., the Board unanimously passed a motion to go into closed session to discuss general assistance claims for the month of July, 2016.

At 9:44 A.M., the Board unanimously passed a motion to go back into open session from the discussion of the claims.  No action was taken on any of the claims.
At 9:45 A.M., Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Supervisors until Wednesday, August 17, 2016 at 9:00 A.M. and called for a recess until 10:00 A.M.

At 10:00 A.M., the Board convened as a Board of Equalization.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present except for Supervisor Osborn.
The Board unanimously approved tax roll corrections #4724 thru #4729.
The Board unanimously received and accepted a list of 2016 Dodge County Cemeteries from County Assessor Churchill.

The Board unanimously approved and authorized the County Clerk to mail 
2016 Notices of Valuation Changes on parcels #270139882, #270139883, #270139884 and #270139885 of Myko, Inc. 

The Board unanimously accepted the recommendation of the County Assessor Churchill and reconsidered and extended the filing deadline for the 2016 homestead exemption application of Gerald & Elizabeth Siemek so that she may consider their application and instructed the County Assessor’s office to submit the application to the State of Nebraska for consideration of reimbursement and if the state does not reimburse the country for the exemption, their home will be taxed.  (They had not previously been late on filing their application.) 

The Board unanimously received and placed on file the 2016 Plan of Assessment for Dodge County from County Assessor Churchill.

At 10:14 A.M., Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Equalization until 10:00 A.M. on Wednesday, August 17, 2016.
