PROCEEDINGS OF THE DODGE COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

Regular meeting of the Dodge County Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman Missel at 9:00 A.M. on Wednesday, September 14, 2016 in the Board Room of the Courthouse, Fremont, Nebraska with the following members present:  Synovec, George, Weddle, Strand, Beam and Missel.  Absent:  Osborn who arrived at approximately 9:15 A.M.  Prior to roll call, Chairman Missel announced the meeting to be an open public meeting and that the open meeting laws were posted for anyone’s review.  

The Board unanimously declared the meeting legally convened.

The Board unanimously approved the agenda as printed and received and placed on file various county officials’ reports, minutes of Public Service Answering Point (PSAP) meeting held August 30, 2016, report for August, 2016 from Low Income Ministries of Dodge County, correspondence from NIRMA (Nebraska Intergovernmental Risk Management Association) regarding annual meeting to be held October 7, 2016 with election of board members and dividend distribution and NIRMA’s Safety Shorts for September and Certificates of Insurance from Pebble Township, M.E. Collins Contracting Company, Inc. and DocuLynx, Inc. 

The Board unanimously approved the minutes of the August 31, 2016 meeting as printed.

At 9:05 A.M., the Board recessed as a Board of Supervisors and convened as a Board of Corrections.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present except for Supervisor Osborn.

Under any items of discussion, Supervisor George remarked he and Supervisor Strand met with County Sheriff Hespen a couple weeks ago to discuss transportation of prisoners. County Sheriff Hespen has agreed to help with the transportation of prisoners on off hours to the jail facility in Saunders County and $50,000 has been transferred within the 2016/2017 proposed budget to his budget from the Corrections Department for additional staffing.  Funds were also budgeted if another vehicles was needed.
At 9:08 A.M., Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Corrections until Wednesday, September 28, 2016 at 9:05 A.M.

Immediately thereafter, the Board reconvened as a Board of Supervisors.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present except for Supervisor Osborn.

The Board unanimously approved the wage and hour claims as submitted in the amount of $178,762.12.
The Board unanimously approved the financial claims as submitted in the amount of $396,102.46.

The Board unanimously approved and authorized the County Treasurer to strike from the tax rolls a list as submitted of delinquent personal property taxes for years, 2008 to 2013.  County Treasurer Dill explained they can still collect any of these taxes even though they were struck from the tax rolls.

At 9:15 A.M., Supervisor Osborn entered the meeting room.

The Board unanimously received and placed on file a list from County Treasurer Dill of distress warrants issued on personal property but not collected.

The Board unanimously adopted and authorized the Chairman to sign a Resolution placing Tax Sale Certificates on a list of delinquent taxes and special assessments on years, 2010 through 2014.

The Board unanimously received and placed on file a list from County Treasurer Dill of delinquent real estate taxes as of September 14, 2016 in the amount of $34,998.88.

At 9:15 A.M., a public hearing was held on the proposed 2016/2017 County Budget. With no testimony for/or against the proposed budget and no amendments to be made, in two separate motions the Board unanimously approved adding the allowable 2.5% plus growth in excess of 2.5% of restricted funds ($362,975.51) for carryover to the 2017/2018 County Budget.  The original motion was amended to clarify the growth in excess of the 2.5% of 1.13% was included in this amount for a total of 3.63%.


The Board unanimously passed a motion to approve adding the allowable additional 1% of restricted funds ($99,993.26) requiring a super majority vote. (With these actions, it adds a total of $462,968.77 in the restricted funds limits in the 2016-2017 Budget.  This leaves a carryover to the 2017/2018 Budget of $390,650.30 for a new restricted funds limit base of $10,462,294.30.)

The Board unanimously adopted and authorized the proper signatures on a Resolution approving the 2016/2017 County Budget as proposed.


The Board unanimously adopted and authorized the Chairman to sign a Resolution on transfers as outlined in the 2016/2016 County Budget in the amount of $909,629.
 A public hearing was then held on the proposed setting of Dodge County’s tax request for fiscal year July 1, 2016 thru June 30, 2017.  With no testimony for/or against the proposed tax request, the Board unanimously passed a motion adopting a Resolution setting Dodge County’s tax request at $8,738,555 for fiscal year July 1, 2016 thru June 30, 2017.
Jean Andrews encouraged registering on NIRMA’s website for their self-defense course to be held in Kearney.

The Board unanimously passed a motion authorizing the County Clerk and County Treasurer to dissolve the Homeland Security Fund.  County Clerk Mytty explained no money has been deposited into the fund for at least ten years with nothing spent from the fund for at least the past three years.

At 9:43 A.M., the Board unanimously passed a motion to go into closed session to discuss general assistance claims for the month of August, 2016.
At 10:00 A.M., the Board unanimously passed a motion to go back into open session from the discussion of the claims.  No action was taken on any of the claims.

With no further business under Board of Supervisors, Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Supervisors until Wednesday, September 28, 2016 at 9:00 A.M.


At 10:02 A.M., the Board convened as a Board of Equalization.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present.

The Board unanimously approved tax roll corrections #4739 thru #4742.

The Board unanimously received a letter from Marilyn Hammang of Fremont, Nebraska appealing the denial of the rejection of her 2016 homestead exemption and passed a motion instructing the County Assessor’s office submit her application to the State of Nebraska for consideration of approval for reimbursement; and if the state does not reimburse the county for the exemption, her home will be taxed.  This was the first time Ms. Hammang had filed for homestead exemption.
The Board unanimously received a personal property and penalty protest from Jeff Harper for Royal Canin USA, Inc. and passed a motion waiving the 25% penalty as assessed by the County Assessor, due to this being the first time the personal property schedule was filed late.

At 10:09 A.M., the Board unanimously passed a motion to go into closed session to discuss a Tax Equalization and Review Commission (TERC) appeal of a valuation protest(s).
At 10:16 A.M., the Board unanimously passed a motion to go back into open session from the discussion of TERC appeals.  No action was taken as a result of the closed session.

At 10:17 A.M., Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Equalization until 10:00 A.M. on Wednesday, September 28, 2016.
