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PROCEEDINGS OF THE DODGE COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

The 2017 Reorganizational Meeting of the Dodge County Board of Supervisors was called to order by County Clerk Fred Mytty at 9:00 A.M. on Thursday, January 5, 2017 in the Board Room of the Courthouse, Fremont, Nebraska, with the following members present:  Saalfeld, George, Beam, Weddle, Osborn, Strand and Missel.  Absent:  None.  Prior to roll call between 8:30 A.M. and 9:00 A.M., county officials elected in the 2016 November General Election, David W. Saalfeld, Dan M. Weddle and Greg Beam were sworn into office to their County Supervisor Districts by Honorable County Judge Kenneth J. Vampola.


The Board unanimously declared the meeting legally convened.


Bob Missel was nominated as Chairman for 2017.  The Board, with Missel abstaining, unanimously passed a motion declaring the nominations cease and that Mr. Missel be elected Chairman by unanimous consent.


Chairman Missel then presided over the meeting and announced the meeting to be an open public meeting and that the open meeting laws were posted for anyone’s review.


Lon Strand was nominated for Vice-Chairman for 2017.  The Board unanimously, with Strand abstaining, passed a motion declaring the nominations ceased and that Mr. Strand be elected Vice-Chairman by unanimous consent.


The Board unanimously passed a motion appointing County Clerk Fred Mytty as “keeper of the agenda” for the Board.  

The Board unanimously approved the agenda as printed; received and placed on file correspondence from Charter Communications regarding program changes, a letter from Bob Heimann, O & M Manager of Lower Platte North NRD, regarding further study of data to figure the reduction in the flood frequency for a total cost of $8,000, due to the findings on a Platte River Hydrology & Flood Frequency Analysis Report for Federal Levee Systems along the Missouri and Platte Rivers, correspondence from Pam Bergstrom, Lower Elkhorn NRD Forester, regarding 2016-2017 Lower Elkhorn Natural Resources District Conservation Tree Program, Water Conservation Mulch Program and Forestry Assistance, the 2016 Annual Report of Nebraska Loess Hills RC & D and request for support thru membership dues in the amount of $500 for 2017,  minutes of the Fremont Health Board of Trustees Operating Board meeting of November 21, 2016 and financial statement ending November 30, 2016,  Notice of Public Hearing of Colfax County Commissioners held on December 27, 2016 regarding Conditional Use Applications for extraction of materials for construction of Highway 30, Auto Fleet Schedule, Buildings and Contents and Inland Marine Equipment listed by NIRMA, County Clerk’s report of fees for December of 2016, NIRMA’s Safety Shorts for January 2017 and the Dodge County Audit for year ending June 30, 2016; and received and referred to the County Attorney a tort claim filed by Attorney E. Terry Sibbernsen of Sibbernsen, Strigenz & Sibbernsen, Inc. in behalf of their client, Jerry L. Babutzke for damages for substandard medical care by Fremont Area Medical Center, sometimes referred to as Fremont Health Medical Center. 

The Board unanimously approved the minutes of the December 21, 2016 meeting as printed.
At 9:05 A.M., the Board recessed as a Board of Supervisors and convened as a Board of Corrections.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present.
Under any items of discussion, Supervisor George reported Dodge County had three to four inmates at the Diagnostic and Evaluation Center.
At 9:07 A.M., Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Corrections until Wednesday, January 18, 2017 at 9:05 A.M.

Immediately thereafter, the Board reconvened as a Board of Supervisors.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present.

Supervisor George reported wage and hour claims for the pay-period were approved yesterday by the Finance Committee in the amount of $171,313.53.
The Board unanimously approved the financial claims as submitted in the amount of $91,964.60.
The Board unanimously passed a motion to support the further study of data to figure the reduction in the flood frequency, due to the findings on a Platte River Hydrology & Flood Frequency Analysis Report for Federal Levee Systems along the Missouri and Platte Rivers.  Dodge County’s portion of the total cost of the study of $8,000 is $1,736.  If the CORPS numbers are found to be correct after the first half of the study, the second half of the study would not be needed ending its total cost at $4,000.
The Board unanimously approved the request of Nebraska Loess Hills RC & D for Dodge County’s support thru membership dues in the amount of $500 for 2017.

The Board unanimously passed a motion to reappoint George Wagner of Hooper, Nebraska as Region 5/6 Deputy Director of Emergency Management for Dodge County for another three-year term, expiring January 4, 2020. 
Next, the County Board discussed an agreement with Capital City Concepts, LLC to conduct a wage/benefit study for all employees of Dodge County.  Supervisor Strand remarked NACO could provide this service free of charge and suggested a letter be sent to all the counties and have NACO compile the information every year.  The Board unanimously passed a motion approving and authorizing Chairman Missel to sign the agreement with Capital City Concepts, LLC to conduct the study, with Supervisor Beam listed as the contact person in the agreement.  The counties in the array to be surveyed are Adams, Buffalo, Dawson, Gage, Lincoln, Madison and Platte.
Committee Report – Supervisor Osborn reported the printer used to produce courthouse badges was able to be fixed.  Information he received indicated that in two to three years parts may not be available for the printer.
Committee Report – Supervisor George reported the Finance Committee would set down with some officials to discuss issues noted on the audit report.  

Committee Report – Chairman Missel handed out his preliminary 2017 Standing Board Committee assignments and asked other board members to review their assignments and let him know of any concerns before he finalizes the list.


The Board unanimously received a study letter of Dodge County Highway Superintendent Alan Doll regarding the possible vacation of Dana Road in Prairie Acres.  (Supervisor George stepped out of the meeting room prior to the motion.)


The Board unanimously adopted and authorized the Chairman to sign a Resolution setting the public hearing date and time for February 1, 2017 at 10:15 A.M. for the possible vacation of Dana Road in Prairie Acres.

The Board unanimously, with George abstaining, approved the request of Highway Superintendent Doll to advertise for the One & Six Year Road Plan hearing for January 18, 2017 at 10:15 A.M.   (Supervisor George abstained on the motion, because he just returned to the meeting room prior to the motion.)

At 9:40 A.M., the Board unanimously passed a motion to go into closed session to discuss general assistance claims for the month of December, 2016.

At 9:59 A.M., the Board unanimously passed a motion to go back into open session from the discussion of the claims.  No action was taken on any of the claims.

At 10:00 A.M., Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Supervisors until Wednesday, January 18, 2017 at 9:00 A.M.

Immediately thereafter, the Board convened as a Board of Equalization.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present.

The Board unanimously approved tax roll corrections #4752, #4753 and #4754.
The Board unanimously passed a motion to accept the recommendation of County Treasurer Dill and to approve motor vehicle exemptions for 2017 as submitted.

In separate motions, the Board unanimously received an appeal of the 2016 Homestead Exemption of Ronald L. Yates of Fremont, Nebraska and passed a motion instructing the County Assessor to submit his 2016 2017 homestead exemption application to the State of Nebraska for consideration of approval for reimbursement, due to this being the first time he filed his application late, and if the state does not reimburse the county for the exemption, his home will be taxed.

At 10:06 A.M., Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Equalization until 10:00 A.M. on Wednesday, January 18, 2017.
