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PROCEEDINGS OF THE DODGE COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

Regular meeting of the Dodge County Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman Missel at 9:00 A.M. on Wednesday, June 7, 2017, in the Board Room of the Courthouse, Fremont, Nebraska with the following members present:  Saalfeld, George, Strand, Beam, Osborn and Missel.  Absent:  Weddle.  Prior to roll call, Chairman Missel announced the meeting to be an open public meeting and that the current open meeting laws were available for anyone’s review.  

The Board unanimously declared the meeting legally convened.

The Board unanimously approved the agenda as printed; received and placed on file various county officials’ reports, agenda and minutes of PSAP (Public Service Answering Point) Governance Board meeting of May 25, 2017 and final budgets for 2017/2018 and 2018/2019, minutes of Fremont Health Board of Trustee meeting of April 24, 2017 and copy of financial statement for month ending April 2017, letter from Spectrum regarding Charter Communications changes to channel programs, NIRMA (Nebraska Intergovernmental Risk Management Association) June Safety Shorts, a bid for 2017-2018 Crushed Limestone Road Rock from Martin Marietta Materials, bids for 2017-2018 Road Gravel from Dolezal Sand & Gravel, Eveland Supply, Lux Sand & Gravel, Lyman-Richey Sand & Gravel and Stalp Gravel Inc. and NDEQ (Nebraska Department of Environmental Quality) correspondence regarding Ferguson Pork Production Concentrated Animal Feeding Operation approval to Operate LWCF – Phases I and II; and received and referred to the Finance Committee ENHSA (Eastern Nebraska Human Services Agency) 2017/2018 budget request for ENCOR and ENOA in the amount of $178,832.

The Board unanimously approved the minutes of the May 24, 2017 meeting as printed.
At 9:05 A.M., Chairman Missel recessed the Board as a Board of Supervisors and convened the Board as a Board of Corrections.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present except for Supervisor Weddle.  
Under any items of discussion, Supervisor Beam reported the operations of the holding facility were running smoothly.  Supervisor Strand reported cell blocks in the jail should be available for use within the next couple of weeks.

At 9:08 A.M., Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Corrections until Wednesday, June 21, 2017 at 9:05 A.M. and reconvened the Board as a Board of Supervisors with all members being present except for Supervisor Weddle. 
The Board unanimously approved the wage and claims as submitted in the amount of $194,296.03
The Board unanimously approved the financial claims as submitted in the amount of $387,824.29.

Committee Report – Supervisor Saalfeld, who attended the Extension Committee’s meeting last week, commented he had good feelings about those serving on the committee.
Committee Report – Chairman Missel commented on the meeting the Insurance Committee had with Lisa Daniels of Benefits Professionals to discuss and negotiate coverage of the employees’ dental and vision coverage, which will soon be up for renewal. 

The Board unanimously received Proposals for the Financing of a Commercial Real Estate Property Purchase of a building to house the District 6 Probation Offices, RFP Number 17-1, from Bank of the West of Fremont, First National Bank of Omaha, Pinnacle Bank of Fremont and from First State Bank of Fremont and passed a motion referring the proposals to the Finance Committee for a recommendation to be considered at the next meeting.


No action was needed on the contract for Project HRRR-27(63) Advanced Railroad Pavement Markings – Dodge County, because a Resolution of the County Board was approved at a previous meeting allowing the Chairman to sign the contract.

The Board unanimously passed a motion awarding the bid contract for 2017-2018 Crushed Limestone Road Rock to Martin Marietta Materials, the only bidder, at a cost of $15.60 per ton.  Highway Superintendent Doll remarked this is an increase of 80 cents from last year’s contract of $14.80 per ton.

The Board unanimously passed a motion awarding bid contracts for 2017-2018 Road Gravel to all bidders and pit prices to all.  This allows Highway Superintendent Doll to buy gravel from the lowest and/or most economic dealer depending on the location of the placement of the gravel on roads.
Highway Superintendent Doll gave an update on projects, remarking the bridge northwest of town was coming together nicely, the crew was finishing up on township repairs from last year’s storm, the grading crew was working west of Scribner and the stripping of roads should be finished today.
The Board again tabled the consideration of the appointment of a member to the Planning Commission to a three year term, expiring May 31, 2020.

The Board unanimously passed a motion to leave as is the deductibles on the renewal of the 2017-2018 premium costs for Workers Compensation and General Liability coverage with NIRMA (Nebraska Intergovernmental Risk Management). 

At 9:32 A.M., Chairman Missel declared a short recess of the County Board.


At 9:50 A.M., the Board reconvened as a Board of Supervisors.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present except for Supervisor Weddle.


At 9:51 A.M., the Board unanimously passed a motion to go into closed session to discuss general assistance claims for the month of May 2017.


At 10:00 A.M., the Board unanimously passed a motion to go back into open session from the discussion of the claims.  No action was taken on any of the claims as a result of the closed session.

At 10:01 A.M., Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Supervisors until Wednesday, June 21, 2017 at 9:00 A.M.

Immediately thereafter, the Board convened as a Board of Equalization.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present except for Supervisor Weddle.

The Board unanimously received a list from County Assessor Churchill containing parcels of real property and passed a motion accepting her recommendations changing the 2017 valuations of the parcels as noted on the list and authorized the County Clerk to send Notices of Valuation Changes to the property owners reflecting the County Assessor’s recommendations.

The Board unanimously received 2017 valuation protests #1 thru #10.
The Board unanimously approved tax roll corrections #4799 thru #4802.
At 10:07 A.M., Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Equalization until 10:00 A.M. on Wednesday, June 21, 2017.
