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PROCEEDINGS OF THE DODGE COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

Regular meeting of the Dodge County Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman Missel at 9:00 A.M. on Wednesday, November 22, 2017 in the Board Room of the Courthouse, Fremont, Nebraska with the following members present:  Beam, Weddle, Strand, Vaughan, Saalfeld, George and Missel.  Absent:  None.  Prior to roll call, Chairman Missel announced the meeting to be an open public meeting and that the current open meeting laws were posted on the wall and available for anyone’s review.  
The Board unanimously declared the meeting legally convened.
The Board unanimously approved the agenda as printed; received and placed on file various county officials’ reports, Dodge County Audit covering fiscal year ending June 30, 2017, continuation Bonds for Michael Winterfeld and Marlyn C. Eckerson, SID #3, Lake Ventura, Nebraska,  a request of Chief Deputy Robert D. Reynolds to declare a 2006 Chevrolet Impala as surplus property to be disposed of thru auction with Jack Nitz,  certificates of Insurance for G & R Electric and for Barnhart Crane & Rigging Co., a Private Utility Installation Agreement for G & R Electric to install a secondary electrical with PVC conduit under County Road 13 between County Road T and Highway 30 and informal bids for 35-Ton Lowboy Trailer from four bidders; and received and referred to the County Attorney a copy of an Amended Verified Petition to be filed in District Court of Dodge County, Nebraska from Drew Law Firm P.C., LLO of Blair, Nebraska in behalf of their client, Carla Dolezal-Soukup vs The Dodge County Board of Adjustment, and Joseph Kreifel and Terri Kreifel, husband and wife.

The Board unanimously, with Beam abstaining, approved the minutes of the November 8, 2017 meeting as printed.

At 9:05 A.M., the Board recessed as a Board of Supervisors and convened as a Board of Corrections.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present.


Under any items of discussion, Supervisor George commented on the over $25,000 of prisoner medical bills in today’s finance.  County Attorney Glass commented he was doing everything he could to keep these expenses to a minimum and was thankful for the communications between him, personnel of the jail and judges.

At 9:08 A.M., Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Corrections until Wednesday, December 6, 2017 at 9:05 A.M.


Immediately thereafter, the Board reconvened as a Board of Supervisors.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present.

The Board unanimously approved the wage and hour claims as submitted in the amount of $197,535.18.

The Board unanimously approved the financial claims as submitted in the amount of $300,306.20.

A motion was made and seconded to approve the request of Chief Deputy Robert D. Reynolds to declare a 2006 Chevrolet Impala as surplus property to be disposed thru auction with Jack Nitz and Associates, but withdrawn.   Some Supervisors felt they needed more information such as the mileage and mobility of the vehicle.  By consensus, the request was tabled to later in the meeting until further information was received from the County Sheriff’s office.

In one motion, the Board unanimously received a Petition from Timothy W. Weander of Nebraska Department of Transportation requesting parcel #270101773, Tax Lot 12, 5.99 acres in Section 11, Township 17, Range 8E be removed from a Dodge County Industrial Zoning Area and passed a motion setting a public hearing date and time to hear testimony on the removal of the property from the Industrial Area for 9:15 A.M. on December 20, 2017 in the Board Room of the Courthouse.

In another motion, the Board unanimously received and placed on file a copy of a Petition from Timothy W. Weander of Nebraska Department of Transportation requesting the City of Fremont annex Parcels #270101773 and #270103397 into the city. 
At 9:19 A.M., the Board unanimously passed a motion to go into closed session to discuss progress on the long range strategic financial plan project of Fremont Health, because the closed session is clearly necessary for the protection of the public interest in order to maintain confidentiality in the process of receiving proposals for a potential strategic partnership, whereas lack of confidentiality would seriously impact the ability of Fremont Health to receive the best proposal, thereby affecting the general public served by Fremont Health.

At 10:36 A.M., the Board unanimously passed a motion to go back into open session from the discussion of progress on the long range strategic financial plan project of Fremont Health.  Chairman Missel announced no action was taken or necessary as a result of the closed session.

Immediately thereafter, Chairman Missel recessed the Board as a Board of Supervisors and convened the Board as a Board of Equalization, with all members being present.


It was announced there were no tax roll corrections to consider.

The Board then opened three bid proposals for Cama System for the County Assessor’s office.  Chairman Missel opened and read each bidders proposal amounts from three companies, MIPS Technology Services Division of NACO for $2,287.57 per month with yearly renewal costs ranging from $2,401.95 per month to $3,065.56 per month thru 2023; from Vanguard Appraisals, Inc. for $130,600 for 5 years, with four 2-year renewal periods estimated at $15,400 yearly; and from Thomson Reuters for $77,000 for the first year, with 2-year renewals ranging from $15,182 yearly thru the 4th 2-year renewal of $17,078 yearly.  The Board unanimously passed a motion to receive all the bids and to refer them to the County Assessor for review.
With no further business under Board of Equalization, at 10:45 A.M. Chairman Missel adjourned the Board until 10:00 A.M. on Wednesday, December 6, 2017.

Immediately thereafter, the Board reconvened as a Board of Supervisors.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present.

Committee Report – Supervisor Saalfeld reported on a meeting last week Wednesday he attended of ENHSA.  He commented, ENOA’s home delivery meal program may begin delivering meals to Fremont at a cost similar to what Blair residents are being charged, $4.26 per meal.
The Board unanimously approved and authorized the Chairman to sign three Certifications of County Highway Superintendents for determination of 2017 incentive funds.  Three were signed since Dodge County employed three different Highway Superintendents for 2017, Alan Doll, Jean Andrews and current Highway Superintendent Scott Huppert.

The Board unanimously approved a list of designated official county newspapers for 2018 consisting of The Fremont Tribune, Rustler Sentinel, North Bend Eagle and Dodge Criterion.

The Board unanimously recognized informal bids received earlier in the meeting for a 35-Ton lowboy trailer from Pitts Trailers for $26,400, Kaufman Trailers of NE Inc. for $26,476.80, Trailboss Trailers, Inc. for $30,600 and from Raney Truck & Trailer Sales for $31,770 and passed a motion accepting the recommendation of the Road & Bridge Committee and awarding the bid contract to the lowest bidder, Pitts Trailers in the amount of $26,400.

By consensus of the County Board, a request from Chief Deputy Robert D. Reynolds to declare a 2006 Chevrolet Impala as surplus property was tabled until more information was received on the vehicle.

With no further business to consider, at 10:58 A.M. Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Supervisors until Wednesday, December 6, 2017 at 9:00 A.M. and reminded Supervisors of the road tour scheduled for Wednesday, November 29th beginning at 8:00 A.M.
