Notice is hereby given that on Tuesday, November 5, 2024, at the following polling places in the precincts of Dodge County, Nebraska, an election will be held.  The polls will open at 8:00 A.M. and will close at 8:00 P.M. 
Anyone wishing to vote early by mail can do so by filling out the application that is available online at dodgecounty.nebraska.gov. Go to the Election Commissioner tab or call our office at 402-727-2767.  Follow instructions on the form as to how it can be returned.  To issue an early ballot your driver’s license number will need to be provided.  A signature or the signature of an agent acting on your behalf is needed and both driver’s license number as well as signature will be verified in our office before any ballot is issued. 

Said election will be held for electing candidates to various offices. 

Voters in the Village of Uehling will be voting on a sales tax issue.  All voters will be voting on 5 Proposed by Initiative Petition Measures, 1 Referendum ordered by the Petition of the People Measure.  Proposed Measures and Orders title and text to be published by the Office of the Secretary of State, once a week for 3 weeks prior to the General Election.
